Group Work

Each group will have two or three people in it.

Comic Strip Requirements (100 points possible)

· There are at least 6 Boxes (10 points each or 60 points total)
· They are in order as to when they happened [example 1497 comes after 1493] (20 points)
· Dates are clearly displayed (10 points)
· There is at least a one sentence description of what is going on in the box (10 points)
As a group you decide what to put in the six squares.  Some ideas for scenes to draw: Explorers birth, schooling, life with brothers and sisters, jobs before exploring, marriage, talking to important people like the King or Queen, Wars or battles the explorer was in, contact with natives, places discovered, time at sea in his ship, death.
Group Presentation Requirements (100 points possible)
· Presentation begins with birth, ends with death.  (20 points)
· Visual Aids are used (map and comics strip) (20 points)
· Presentation directly answers the question: Why was this explorer important?  (20 points)
· Each group member participates in the presentation. (20 points)
· Questions from classmates are answered in a clear and respectful way. (20 points)
Be ready to answer questions.  Your classmates will ask you questions of their choice that may include:

What was the hardest part of your report?

What was the most useful source you found?

What was your favorite part of this project?

How did you decide which parts of this explorers life to include in your comic strip?

What did you learn from doing this project?

Why did you choose this explorer to research?

Are there any questions you still have about your explorer’s life or times?

Why do you think you explorer was able to do what he accomplished?

What was your explorer’s biggest mistake?

What was your explorer’s biggest success?
